1. RF and EMI Coaxial Surge Suppressers 

Coaxial protectors must be mounted as close as possible to the antenna.

Introduction 

Datron offers spares to support its equipment on many different levels. Depending on the spares philosophy for 

the individual product, Datron can provide support equipment ranging from consumable (fuses, lamps, etc.) to 

complete module assemblies that are “plug-and-play” replacements. The spares required to support the 

equipment listed in this catalog are identified as follows:  

 

1      Standard Spares Kits 

2      Individual Piece Parts or Modules 

3      Custom Spares 
 
 

1. Standard Spares Kits  

Standard spares are broken down into three complementary kits: MK, MRK, PSK. These kits are unique and do 
not include parts which are supplied as part of another kit. 

Module Kit (MK) 

A module kit contains one complete set of all replaceable printed circuit subassemblies in the product. 
These are the items which allow the equipment to be repaired by identifying and replacing modules in 
order to minimize down time. In general, a technician should be able to replace one of these subassemblies 
using common tools. The number of module kits required depends on the maintenance plan for the 
equipment. Typically, 2 module kits are held at each field service repair site – 1 for replacements and the 
other for backup while the defective module is returned to the factory or main service depot for repair. 

Module Repair Kit (MRK) 

A module repair kit contains all of the spare piece parts necessary to service the printed circuit  
assemblies in the product. It is designed to support up to 10 pieces of the product for 3 to 5 years.  
If the maintenance plan is to return all subassemblies to the factory for repair, then the MRKs are  
not required for equipment support. 

Part Spares Kit (PSK) 

A part spares kit contains the spare parts (except for basic hardware and wire) necessary to service the 
product with the exception of the printed circuit assemblies. It therefore contains those spares not contained 
in the MRK (e.g., chassis parts and front panel components). It is designed to support up to 10 pieces of the 
product for 3 to 5 years.  
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2. Individual Piece Parts or Modules  

Individual piece parts for all products may be procured from Datron providing the maintenance philosophy for 
that product extends down to depot level repair. For more information, contact your Datron Representative.  

Individual modules or subassemblies for all products may be procured from Datron. 

 

3. Custom Spares 

Custom spares kits can be configured for any Datron product. The specific configuration of spares necessary  
to support a given product or group of products depends on the customer’s repair philosophy as well as the 
configuration of the product. Datron Sales and Marketing is prepared to put together custom spares to meet 
customer requirements. 

The spares requirement is reduced as the quantity of equipment is increased. Suggested levels are:  

 

30 units      2 spares kits 

50 units      3 spares kits 

100 units      5 spares kits 

 

 

Make sure that spares kits are ordered for every item and accessory in the system. Custom kits must include  
the correct power supply options and the internal options that are not included in the basic system price.  

MK/MRK/PSK kits will be supplied to reflect current production modules (latest revision level) unless 
otherwise requested.  

If spares kits are required for equipment already in the field, specify any internal options, relative serial 
number(s), and date purchased so compatible spares kits may be supplied.  

Add kit designation to model number to order specific kit(s).  

The PSK (Parts Spares Kits) are complete for all equipment not using replaceable modules. When MK 
(Module Kits) and MRK (Module Repair Kits) are not listed, they are not available and are not required.  

System spares do not include spare handsets, microphones, antennas or other accessories that may be required 
for long-term support of the system.

Safety Considerations 
This product and manual must be thoroughly understood before attempting installation and operation. To do so without proper knowledge can 
result in equipment failure and bodily injury. 
 
Caution:  
Before applying ac power, be sure that the equipment has be properly configured for the available line voltage. Attempted operation at the 
wrong voltage can result in damage and voids the warranty. See the manuals section on installation. DO NOT operate equipment with cover 
removed. 
 
Earth Ground:  
All Datron products are supplied with a standard, 3-wire, grounded ac plug. DO NOT attempt to disable the ground terminal by using 2-wire 
adapters of  any type. Any disconnection of the equipment ground causes a potential shock hazard that could result in personal injury. DO NOT 
operate any equipment until a suitable ground has been established. Consult the manual section on grounding. 
 

Servicing: 
Trained personnel should only carry out servicing. To avoid electric shock, DO NOT open the case unless qualified to do so. Various 
measurements and adjustments described in this manual are performed in ac power applied and the protective covers removed.
